AlAri COTE wrapped up 2007 with those dedicated members
who were bold enough to brave the resulting chaos from the
invasion of Hannah Montana by looking forward and setting
the committee’s focus and goals for 2008. Attendees agreed
on a complimentary advocacy and continuing education
campaign which will focus on two primary advocacy goals
regarding construction waste management in Rhode Island
and possible modification of Rhode Island’s State Energy
Code while also sponsoring continuing education programs &
lectures supporting these goals.

AlAri COTE's first advocacy goal regarding Construction Waste
Management will build upon a very successful fall event where
Consigli Construction presented impact of construction waste
debris on the environment and case studies on the realities
and possibilities of construction waste recycling. AlAri COTE
has since worked with Brad Hyson of the Apeiron Institute to
arrange a presentation by Consigli at Rhode Island Resource
Recovery (RIRR) for key figures at RIRR, state agencies, and the
AEC industry to begin a serious dialogue on what can be
done to control and minimize C&D waste streams that
currently end up in Rhode Island’s landfill(s).

AlAri COTE's other advocacy goal involves evaluating ways
Rhode Island’s State Energy Code can be improved. AlAri
COTE looks forward to working with the State Building
Code Committee and Energy Subcommittee to identify
measures to make Rhode Island’s build environment more
sustainable. Look for continuing education events in the
upcoming months regarding technologies and practices that
can improve the performance of our designs.

AlAri COTE also looks forward to working with AlAri's design
awards committee to follow the example set by our organi-
zation’s primary publication, Architectural Record, to ensure
efforts in sustainability are recognized in future AlAri design
awards.

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NFRC Developing New Method to Determine Energy Ratings

for Nonresidential Fenestration

Over 40 states and the District of
Columbia, including Rhode Island, have
nonresidential energy codes that reference
the National Fenestration Rating Council’s
(NFRC) independent labeling and rating
procedures, or require their use as the
primary method to determine energy
values. These states use such codes
because improving the energy performance
of windows, doors, curtainwalls and attach-
ment products can significantly reduce
energy consumption in buildings.

NFRC developed a successful residential
rating and labeling system in 1991 - our
labels can be found on new windows
nationwide - that helped spur greater effi-
ciency of fenestration products in this sector.
The nonresidential sector, however, has not
experienced as dramatic an improvement as
the residential sector.

It can be challenging to determine energy performance ratings
for nonresidential fenestration products because often they
are built or assembled from separate components on the
project site. In 2000, NFRC launched a site-built program to
rate and label these types of nonresidential fenestration prod-
ucts. After listening to feedback about the procedure, NFRC
started developing a new, alternative program, called the
Component Modeling Approach (CMA). It will provide bene-
fits to all sectors of the industry, including architects.

CMA, which is designed to be fair, easy-to-use and accurate,
uses approved glazing, spacer and framing components to
produce an energy performance rating for the entire fenestra-
tion product. The ratings for the separate components will be
stored in an online library. Architects will be able to use this
online tool to determine how design changes affect the
energy performance rating of a nonresidential fenestration
product.

The program also provides an independent and standardized
procedure for verifying energy performance of nonresidential
fenestration and supplies documentation that the products are
provided according to specifications. Additionally, CMA will
allow manufacturers to demonstrate that their products meet

energy performance specifications and code, and it will help
building officials enforce local and state energy codes related
to fenestration.

NFRC is seeking input from all sectors of the industry,
including architects, to further refine CMA.
